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1. Following the release of our decision on October 14, 2015, we received a request for clarification from counsel for the Toronto Star on notice to all of the parties. Counsel inquired as to whether a letter dated March 12, 2012 from the Criminal Lawyers’ Association (CLA) is to be considered part of the CLA’s “Complaint Letter”, and therefore not subject to the Confidentiality Order.

2. The March 12, 2012 letter set out particulars of the complaint against the Judge, at the request of the Registrar of the Council. This letter, together with the initial letter dated February 9, 2012, provided the basis on which the Council processed the complaint. On the same rationale as we concluded that the February 9, 2012 letter is not subject to the Confidentiality Order, we conclude that the March 12, 2012 letter should be considered part of the Complaint Letter, and therefore not subject to the Confidentiality Order.
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
